Dancy 
has impacted the community by providing 
unconditional love and beneficial services. 
An example paints a picture of a young man 
just released from prison. He was homeless; 
an ex-addict with no direction. Until this 
man became stable, Gladys unselfishly paid 
his bill to eat at a restaurant for an entire 
month. More specifically, this young man 
later became a motivational speaker. Gladys 
Dancy has unrelenting perseverance in 
helping others achieve their goals.
